V. Approval of Minutes:

VI. Manager's Report:
Financial Report – Mr. Hudgins reported a checking account balance of $ 35,566.09 and a money market balance of $ 526,966.47.  A budget vs. actual, a list of total District investments, and the balance sheet for July was also presented. After discussion and review, Director Wittig made a motion to approve the checking account balance, the money market account balance, the investment report, and a list of detailed checks and deposits for the month of July as presented. Secretary Weinheimer seconded. All voted for; motion carried.
Well Registration Update – Mr. Hudgins presented the Board with a detailed breakdown of current Exempt and Non Exempt Well Information.  There are a total of 5,220 wells registered.  761 of the 5,220 are non exempt wells.
Well Monitoring Update – Mr. Hudgins presented the Board with the water level readings for the month of August.  Water levels dropped slightly for the month of August.
Water Use Report – Staff presented a 2009 Groundwater Usage Summary.    
Water Quality –  Mr. Hudgins discussed the water quality program with the Board.  The Board would like Mr. Hudgins to test water from both shallow and deeper wells around the county, with a concentration on shallower wells.
